The species you are most likely to encounter on these trips are GTs, from
15-60kgs, spanish mackerel from 10-30kgs, coral trout from 2-10kgs,
red bass from 2-8kgs, red emperor from 4-20kgs, longtail tuna from 5-
10kgs, sweetlip and other emperors from 2-10kgs.

The fishing options on these trips are diverse, and the area you will be
fishing is a very remote stretch of reef that is rarely fished. While there are
plenty of fishing options, the GT popper fishing is a highlight of this area,
and some of the best GT popper fishing available anywhere in the world
is waiting for you on this trip.

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Trip Details

This is a new trip option for 2009, in response to strong demand for an
entry level Coral Sea trip. However, these trips still offer the same high
standard of service, boats, fishing action and locations that people
have come to expect from Nomad Sportfishing. Anglers can enjoy the
extraordinary fishing available in the Coral Sea, without the extra cost of
floatplane flights to the reef.

You'll board the mothership at the Mackay Marina in the evening and
travel overnight to whichever reef our team of guides choose as the best
option for that trip. Arriving the next morning at the reef, we’ll unload the
centre consoles and get you fishing as soon as possible.

You'll spend the next 5 days exploring the endless fishing options
around parts of Bugatti Reef, Elusive Reef, Black Reef, Crab Reef or The
Capricorn Islands. The popper fishing for GTs is truly exceptional in these
areas, with our best day seeing 23 GTs released by one boat and 78
GTs released between the 4 boats, all in a single day - as well as a 55kg
monster that same day!

However, it’s not just the GTs that make this area very special. The variety
of species is excellent, with very large spanish mackerel, longtail tuna,
coral trout, red bass, red emperor and many other kinds of emperors all
on the target list.

The anchorage each night will be in a sheltered area of the reef. We'll
move around during the week to different reefs depending on the fishing
conditions, and requirements of the guests for that week.
